the student, and that the classes occur in summer session.

e Refers to course changes, whereas both classes are not required for minor
Chemistry Education/Unified Science-BSED

e Changes reflect the option for either 3-hour or 5-hour class, eliminates categorical degree
path, and the option to take full semester.
